Coaches' Placement Information:  Returning athletes are allowed to do a coach's placement. 3 
– 6-year-olds must do the coach’s placement unless they have a straight leg backwalkover, in 
which case they may do an individual evaluation. 

Tryout Process Information

What to have completed before arrival:

Jackrabbit Registration - digitally sign waiver, policies, and Code of Conduct

The athlete wears a pre-picked-up tank to try out or practice if doing coach's 
placement.

Front Desk Check-In:

Athletes check in at the front desk

Complete account registration, payment, and required links (if not finalized).
Try on Uniform & practice wear
Tryout Judging papers filled out (Read Level Posters)

In Gym Process:



Athlete takes the paperwork back
Stretch station
Jump/Motion station

Running, Tumbling, and Standing Station
On Deck
Athletes will try out in groups with multiple people going at once, so focus isn't on 
one person only to avoid an intimidating environment. 

Athletes will discuss stunt experience with the coaches
Athletes will be given a tumbling rating for the 1st week of practice & class sign-up

Group Placements: 

1st week tumble and jump group training and group evaluation by earned level 
2nd week stunt evaluations by earned level 
May 31st - June 1st – Team Placements Events
Team announcements will also be emailed to all primary contacts’ main email on 

their Jackrabbit account. PLEASE BE SURE IT IS UPDATED IN PARENT PORTAL! 
This will include the team they will be on, team information, and dates.
